lowcases. The goal is to create durable and quality products and to
use as many natural/organic materials as possible such as birchwood.

All products are made in Sweden.

Emma’s inspiration comes from detailed plants and bugs. Examples of
these can be autumn leaves, dragonflies, geraniums, grasshoppers and sea
shells. She never renders the subject completely realistically, instead
finding inspiration in creating her own reality. Emma’s techniques are
foremost built on pencil drawing and watercolour painting. These
traditional ways of working are then combined and mixed with
graphic design to create contrasts and to improve usability.
